THE MARY MCPEEK SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES
Approved by the I.O.L.I Executive Board, 8/7/08

The I.O.L.I. has established a scholarship in memory of Mary McPeek to assist individuals in need of funding to attend the annual I.O.L.I. convention.  It is our goal for the scholarship to become endowed.  Donations can be made through the Lace Trust.

What can scholarship be used for? Scholarships will be granted to pay for 24 hours of tuition at the I.O.L.I. convention (one full scholarship or the equivalent).  It will not cover expenses other than tuition.  The Grant Committee may make partial awards when deemed necessary.

Who can apply? Any individual who has been a member of the I.O.L.I. for at least three (3) years at the time of application.  A member who has received a scholarship cannot reapply for three (3) years.

The Process 

1) Submit an application as outlined below to the Chair of the Grant Committee no later than January 1 for the convention to be held that year.

2) Applications will be reviewed by the Grant Committee and applicants will be notified of the Committee’s decision by January 31.

3) Results and recommendations will be reported to the I.O.L.I. President by the Chair of the Grant Committee.
4) Scholarship funding will be approved by the I.O.L.I. Executive Board.

5) Recipients of the Mary McPeek Scholarship will not remain anonymous.

The Application
The application packet must contain the following information:

1. Name

2. Contact information – mailing address, email address, telephone number

3. I.O.L.I. membership number and number of years of membership.  The applicant must have been a member of I.O.L.I. for at least three years at the time of application.

4. Photocopy of recent lace work.

5. Classes you are interested in.

6. You may also include information about your lace experience, teachers, workshops attended, subscriptions, group affiliations, a letter from a teacher

7. Statement of why applicant would like to be considered for this scholarship and why there is financial need.

8. Other sources of financial support if available.

9. Statement of how applicant intends to share skills learned at convention, whether or not applicant has had a scholarship previously and how acquired skills have been used.

The Evaluation Process 

Scholarship application packets will be evaluated by the members of the Grant Committee.

Notification of Outcome of Application

Each applicant will receive notice of acceptance or denial by the end of January.  Awards will be made as funds are available in the Mary McPeek Scholarship Fund.  The Grant Committee may make partial awards when deemed necessary.  Recipients will receive a certificate to include with their convention registration form.  I.O.L.I. will send money directly to the Convention Committee.

Applicant Responsibilities:

After scholarship is awarded, the scholarship recipient will send a copy of her I.O.L.I. convention registration form to the Grant Committee Chair.  In the event that the scholarship recipient is unable to attend convention after funds have been dispersed, the scholarship money must be returned to I.O.L.I. and recipient will be responsible for any cancellation fees incurred.
